In Little Village Classrooms

Little Village continues to expand our child-centered technology to
enhance our therapeutic and educational programs. Last year, all
HLVS classrooms were equipped with SMART Boards. This year we
introduced a "SMART Table", which is an exciting interac-
tive computerized table. It fosters social and language interactions
between children and enhances cognitive and fine-motor develop-
ment in a creative, funfilled way.

Additionally, we now have several "SMART Digital Cameras", which
connect to the SMART Board and enables the teacher to photo-
graph items in the children's immediate environment and project
them on the SMART Board. This enhances the thematic unit that
the class is studying. We have also added a "SMART Response Sys-
tem" which enables all children to respond individually to a
teacher’s request, utilizing a “clicker”.

This allows each student to
